STEP 2
When the brackets are in place, hold the 
towel rail up to the wall and with a  pencil, 
mark around all the brackets so that you 
may align the unit. 
STEP 3
Remove the wall bracket from bracket arm. 
Take one bracket and carefully 
drill the hole to insert the screw  7 
(for tiled wallls a masonry plug  5  should 
be placed in the wall).

 STEP 1

measure alignment of brackets on the wall.

 STEP 4

Using the screws provided, the bracket 

may be screwed into place. 

PLEASE NOTE: Do not over-tighten, as 

some sliding movement in the bracket is 

required to allow expansion and contraction 

of the heated metal. 

STEP 5

When the brackets are fixed to the wall, 

use the allen key to undo the screws  4  on 

the sides of the brackets.

STEP 6

Slide the towel rail into place, then with the 
allen key secure the screw  4. 

Do not tighten the screw  4 too much, as 
this will impede removal of the unit if 
required.

PLUG IN VERSION

DOUBLE HARD-WIRED VERSION

The Hydrotherm B- Series Electric  Towel rails come
 with water, and with electric elements already

fitted (standard on the left unless otherwise specified), a
plug is supplied separately to be fitted by the installer.

Plug in version
Plug is supplied with element cable (1200mm long).
Cable may be cut and plug attached to required length.

Hard-wired version
The cable may be hard-wired into the wall with an
element attachment. This accessory is an optional
extra and must be installed by a qualified electrician.

All hard-wired elements have an IPX Rating of IP55.
(IPX5) for use in wet areas. Hydrotherm also
recommend all electric towel rails be connected
to a timer for convenience and to prolong the life
of the element.

Double hard-wired version

available to match the existing single hard-wire attachment.

HARD WIRING

Hydrotherm recommends that all hard-wired heated towel rails be connected to a light switch 
or timer. 
Connecting hard-wired heated towel rails to a light switch or timer will prolong the life of the 
electric element and reduce energy consumption.
Hydrotherm recommend the brand HPM  and the model XLP770TRT, this particular unit is 
designed speci�cally for heated towel rails that is incorprated into a light swithc panel.

WARNING: 
Heating element must always be 
postioned at the bottom of the unit
for correct water �ow, and heat transfer.  

Wiring through the floor must be organised prior to laying 
floor tiles etc. A cable flex connected to an isolating switch 
or timer must be brought up through a 10mm hole in the 
floor for connection in the bottom leg of the towel rail.

DO NOT MAKE THE HOLE IN TILES LARGER THAN 20mm

It is recommend that the wiring be connected to an RCD 
and silicon applied to the leg of the rail after wiring 
connection has been made. 

Installing on a Concrete Slab.
If your home is on a conrete slab, a 20mm conduit line
must be run from the isolating switch to the towel rail. 
This can be placed underneath tiling or between mesh.
(see Figure 2) 
It is essential that the electrician leaves some slack in 
the cord inside the bottom leg of the towel 
rail for disconnection in the future

To change an element from one side to the other, or to replace an old element is a very simple process.

There are Four Basic S teps:
1. Remove towel rail from brackets (if already installed)

2.  Turn the towel rail upside down and with a spanner loosen the hex nut of the electric element.
      When the element is loose, unscrew it by hand. If you are changing the element from left to right
      or vise versa, the internal plug on the opposite side must also be removed and swapped over wth 
      the element. 

3.  Swap the element and screw in place.

4. Turn the towel rail the right way up and position back i             into brackets and refit grub screws to secure

Please note:
Hydrotherm advise that the unit be removed from the wall and turned upside down to ensure that water does 
not spill. Ensure element always remains at bottom of towel rail
